
 
 
 

 

DELIVERY OF SEPARATE PROPERTY TAX AND 

SERVICES ACCOUNTS TO THE INDIVIDUAL OWNERS 

OF DUETS 

 
Our local authority, Tshwane Metro, has promulgated legislation in accordance 

with which all property tax and service accounts of duets (sectional title 

properties) must be divided between the individual property owners by 2008. 

 

This entails that when applying for a rates clearance certificate, the attached form 

will have to be completed by the purchaser and signed by the other owner of the 

adjacent duet. The conveyancer will then lodge the prescribed application form 

together with a copy of the latest Land Surveyor diagram and a deed search from 

the Deeds Office, with Tshwane Metro in order to enable them to "split" the tax 

and service account. 

 

We advise the agent to be aware of this new development in order to inform the 

seller and purchaser of these requirements and to give the necessary assistance.
